lowa Receives Agricultural Disaster Designation for Six Counties

NEW — In response to Gov. Branstad’'s June 28 request, U.S.D.A. Secretary of Agriculture, Tom
Vilsack has signed an agricultural disaster designation on July 8, providing agricultural
assistance for six lowa counties. The designated counties are: Woodbury, Monona, Harrison,
Pottawattamie, Mills and Fremont. This designation will also include the contiguous counties of
Cass, Cherokee, Crawford, Ida, Montgomery, Page, Plymouth and Shelby counties.

Heat, Storms Affecting lowa This Week

NEW — National Weather Service forecasts indicate high temperatures and a potential for
severe storms and localized heavy rain during the week. The potentially significant amount of
rain could worsen existing flooding problems in western lowa. Residents in this area should stay
aware of weather conditions and be prepared to take precautionary measures, including
evacuating, if necessary. High temperatures are also a concern for many people engaged in
flood response efforts.

The Red Cross shelter at the lowa School for the Deaf in Council Bluffs was open overnight for
one resident. Numerous shelters remain on standby and are ready to receive residents if
needed.

STATE RESPONSE SUMMARY
e Homeland Security and Emergency Management Division (HSEMD)

o HSEMD, along with the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), Small
Business Administration (SBA) and county officials conducted preliminary
damage assessments on July 6 in Woodbury, Monona, Harrison, Pottawattamie,
Mills and Fremont counties. Information collected during the assessments is
being evaluated and will be used to determine if damages that have occurred
thus far are sufficient to warrant a request for federal Individual Assistance
Program funding.

o HSEMD Operations staff visited in Fremont, Mills and Pottawattamie counties
with the emergency management coordinators, local officials and impacted
citizens. Visits to Harrison, Monona and Woodbury counties will be planned.

o HSEMD continues to work closely with personnel from various local, state,
federal, voluntary and faith-based organizations as well as private partners in
response to flooding along the Missouri River in western lowa.

o The State Emergency Operations Center will be staffed as warranted to respond
to requests from impacted counties.

o HSEMD has requested technical assistance from the Army Corps of Engineers
for all counties along the Missouri River from Woodbury County south.
